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Our Story

Moanalua High School, founded in 1972, is one of six public high schools in the HIDOE’s
Central District. The 30-acre campus is situated on the outskirts of metropolitan Honolulu on
the rim of Salt Lake crater. With an enrollment of approximately 2,000 students, the school
serves a diverse population that encompasses all socio-economic backgrounds and ethnic
groups. Approximately 24 percent of the student body is represented by dependents of
military personnel who reside in neighboring military housing.

Our school offers a rigorous, comprehensive curriculum that includes college preparatory
courses, Advanced Placement (AP) courses, Career-Technical Education (CTE) courses
and pathways, English Language Learner (ELL) supports, as well as co-teaching and
integrated support for special education students. Moanalua High School is the site for two
Learning Centers—the center for Media Communications & Technology (MeneMac) and the
World Language Learning Center that offers coursework in 7 different languages.

Our students also enjoy access to our school’'s award-winning music program (Band,
Orchestra, and Choral ensembles), an Air Force JROTC program, a growing STEM and
Computer Science program, and a diverse array of student-interest clubs as well as

opportunities to participate on competitive interscholastic athletic teams.

During our last Self Study Process for WASC Accreditation our school adopted new vision
and mission statements to better meet the changing needs of our students.
